Fourth edition receives record visitorship

he five-day ITMA ASIA + CITME
I 2014 concluded successfully at
the Shanghai New International
Exhibition Centre on 20 June 2014. It
received enthusiastic response, attract-
ing visitorship of around 100,000 from
102 economies - an increase of 7 per
cent over the attendance recorded at
the 2012 show.

Estimates for Q2/2014 for Global Yarn and Fabric Output are Positive

lobal yarn production increased
G in Q1/2014 compared to the last

quarter in 2013 due to higher
output in Asia, North America, and
Europe, and despite a drop in South
America. On an annual basis yarn pro-
duction increased as well even though
output levels were lower in South and
North America. Worldwide yarn stocks
decreased slightly in comparison to the
previous quarter as a result of lower in-
ventories in South America and Europe.
Year-on-year global stocks jumped with
higher stock levels in Asia and Europe
and despite lower ones in South Amer-
ica. Yarn orders in Europe and Brazil
were up in Q1/2014. Compared to last
year’s quarter yarn orders were lower in
Europe and in Brazil.

Global fabric production was down in
Q1/2014 as a consequence of lower
fabric production in Asia with South
America and Europe recording higher
output levels. Year-on-year world fabric
production decreased slightly with Asia’s
output having shrunk and Europe’s
and South America’s having grown.
Worldwide fabric stocks were lower in
Q1/2014 with South and North America
recording lower stock levels and despite
higher ones in Asia and Europe. On an
annual basis fabric stocks fell as well as
a result of decreasing stocks in South
America and despite higher stocks in
Asia, North America and Europe. Fabric
orders rose in Q1/2014 both in Europe
and Brazil. Also in comparison to last
year’s first quarter fabric orders were up
in Europe and Brazil.

Estimates for yarn production for
Q2/2014 are positive in Asia and North
America, unchanged in South America
but negative in Europe. Estimates for
fabric production for Q2/2014 are posi-
tive in Asia and Europe and unchanged
in South America.

The outlook for yarn production for
Q3/2014 is positive in Asia and un-
changed in Europe. The outlook for fab-

ric production for Q3/2014 is positive in
Asia and Europe.

In comparison to the last quarter in
2013 global yarn production increased
in Q1/2014 by +10.0% due to higher
output levels in Asia (+11.0%), North
America (+3.2%) and Europe (+0.5%)
and in spite of a drop in South Ameri-
ca (-8.2%). In comparison to Q1/2013
global yarn output had increased as well
(+3.3%) with production in Asia and Eu-
rope up by +4.0% and +3.0%, respec-
tively, while a decline was recorded in
South and North America (-16.8% and
-1.7%, respectively).

In comparison with the previous quarter
world fabric production fell in Q1/2014
by -11.6% as a result of a reduction in
Asia (-14.3%) and despite higher output
levels in South America (+11.0%) and
Europe (+2.9%). Year-on-year fabric
production worldwide decreased slight-
ly by -0.6% which could be attributed to
a decrease in Asia (-1.2%) that could
not be offset by increases in Europe
(+4.0%) and South America (+1.0%).

(-0.8%) in Q1/2014 as a result of re-
duced stocks in South America (-8.0%)
and Europe (-0.6%) while stocks in Asia
were unchanged. On an annual basis,
global yarn stocks jumped by +11.1%
due to higher inventory levels in Asia
(+14.4%) and Europe (+6.9%).

Global fabric stocks in Q1/2014 fell by
-1.0%. In South America they declined
by -4.1%, while Europe and Asia record-
ed increases of +2.0% and +0.1%, re-
spectively. In comparison to last year’s
quarter global fabric stocks decreased
as well as result of lower tocks in South
America (-11.8%) and despite higher
inventories in Europe (+2.2%), North
America (+0.9%) and Asia (+0.4%).

In Q1/2014 yarn orders jumped by
+21.8% in Brazil and by +1.0% in Eu-
rope. Compared to last year’s quar-
ter yarn orders were down in Europe
(-4.2%) and in Brazil (-0.5%).

In Q1/2014 fabric orders increased both
in Brazil and Europe by +6.9% and
+5.1%, respectively. Also on an annual
basis fabric orders rose by +13.5% in
Brazil and by +6.6% in Europe.

Maximum efficiency in warp knitting using KARL MAYER’s PBW 130"/2

to be made along the entire production chain — especially in warp prepa-

ration. Lace production is one example of this. KARL MAYER’s modern
lace raschel machines can currently reach speeds of up to 900 min-1 and are
equipped for high-speed running with an active yarn delivery unit and the Posi-
tive Patternbeam Drive (PPD). The PPD electric motor system delivers the exact
amount of yarn required, thus minimising stressing of the yarns during process-
ing. However, the PPD can only realise its full potential if the yarn carriers, i.e. the
pattern beams, are wound extremely precisely. All the packages on one beam
axle must have exactly the same diameter. If the pattern beams also have long
running lengths, the setting-up time needed to change the beams at the warp
knitting machines can be reduced. Being able to produce long warping lengths
and uniform package diameters was a primary requirement in developing the
new PBW 130"/2.

The high speeds in warp knitting frequently require technical modifications

Designed for accuracy and operating efficiency

The new pattern beam warping machine enables packages with large widths and
diameters to be produced, thus guaranteeing long running lengths.

The factor that limits the width is the point at which the adjacent packages meet.
The machine operator can set a width of between 25 and 220 mm, depending on
how many yarns have to be wound onto a beam axle. The maximum warp length
that can be selected is 100,000 m and the setting will depend on the yarn count.
The maximum diameter is 140 mm. Once the limit is reached, the machine
switches off to prevent over-warping. If the raschel machine, on which the pattern
beam is to be subsequently processed, can handle large packages, the warping
process can be continued. In this case, the switch-off point is when there is a
correlation with the warping length that has been input or with the maximum pos-
sible diameter. The diameters of the packages are all exactly the same. This high
level of precision guarantees a constant yarn tension across all the yarns being
delivered to the knitting point, which is an important criterion when operating at
fast speeds and high quality levels. In order to fully utilise the possibilities of pro-
ducing perfect packages offered by the new pattern beam warping machine, the
yarn tension levels must be set so that they are absolutely identical at the creel.
Quality begins at the creel!

When producing pattern beams, the new PBW 130"/2 operates at a speed of
10 to 400 m/min. The operator can set the most suitable speed in each case,
depending on the beam quality and sensitivity of the yarns.

Also suitable for smooth yarns

The PBW 130"/2 is suitable for processing a wide range of different yarns. If very
smooth yarns have to be processed, biconical packages with an angle of up to
60° guarantee a slip-free build. With this tapering shape, the edges of the yarn
layers form a bevel, which prevents the upper layers from falling down. The more
acute the angle selected, the narrower is the package and the greater is the loss
of volume as well. A loss in output is unavoidable with biconical warping.

User friendly and accessible technology

The PBW 130"/2 scores points by having a well-thought-out, easy-to-input lo-
gistics system operated via a touchscreen monitor. The user interface is avail-
able in German, English and Chinese. To make things easier for the operators,
especially when inputting data relating to the warping jobs, menu navigation is
restricted to one side of the screen. Here, the operator can select the four param-
eters relevant to the job.

The machine’s computer automatically calculates the remaining parameters in
the background, such as the package ratio, return path of the traverse motion
and winding ratio, and adjusts them to the best possible ratios.

This project progresses FESPA's substantial commit-
ment to the region through a two-phase programme of
targeted re-investment. The first phase saw the FESPA
Board earmark Euros 115,000 to support the gathering
of regional market intelligence and developing pan-
regional links. The second phase, instigated

by the FESPA Eurasia Partner Committee,
allocated a further 100,000 Turkish Lira
to local projects to promote wide for-
mat print.

The creation of the new college
course in Izmir accounts for half
of the funds assigned to the sec-
ond phase; the remaining 50,000
Turkish Lira will be spent on activ-
ity to spur print demand in the re-
gion, the details of which are being
finalised by the FESPA Board and
Eurasia Partner Committee.

The new technical course in Izmir on in-
dustrial advertisement materials and digital

print will cover areas such as CAD, industrial de-
sign, digital printing, metal surface treatment and basic
electrical and lighting training. The course will be avail-
able to 25 students in the 2014-2015 academic period.

Neil Felton, FESPA CEO, comments, “By investing in
grass roots print education in Turkey we hope to inspire
the next generation of Turkish printers. With technol-
ogy rapidly changing, the course will play a great part
in providing students with knowledge of the industry as
well as first-hand experience. Youth education and de-

Turkey’s carpet exports rise
1.1% in May’14

Turkey’s carpet exports totaled US$ 194,959 during the
month of May 2014, recording a rise of 1.1 percent, com-
pared to the same month last year, as per the data released
by the Turkish Exporters Assembly (TIM).
According to the May 2014 Export Data of
TIM, the country exported carpets worth
$194,959 during the month of May,
whereas during the same month last
year, carpet exports amounted to
$192,845.

Carpet exports from the coun-
try accounted for 1.5 percent
of the overall exports made by
the country during the month
of May 2014.

During April 2014, Turkey’s car-
pet exports totaled $204,012,
registering a rise of 7.3 percent
year-on-year. Carpet exports from
the country accounted for 1.6 per-
cent of the overall exports made from
Turkey during the month of April.

Carpet exports from Turkey totaled US$ 2.196 bil-
lion in 2013, indicating a rise of 9.3 perc
ent year-on-year.

Turkey'’s textile exports rise 2.8% in May’14:

Textile and raw material exports from Turkey, excluding ap-
parel, amounted to US$ 769.8 million during the month of
May 2014, registering a rise of 2.8 percent, compared to the
same month last year, as per the data released by the Turk-
ish Exporters Assembly (TIM).



According to the May Export Data of TIM, the country ex-
ported textiles and raw materials worth $769.8 million in
May 2014, compared to the $748.5 million worth of textile
and raw material exports made during the same month last
year.

Textiles and raw material exports in May 2014 accounted
for 5.7 percent of the overall exports made from the country
during the month.

During the month of April 2014, Turkey exported textiles and
raw materials worth $791.5 million, recording a jump of 12.9
percent year-on-year. Textile and raw material exports ac-
counted for 6 percent of the overall exports made by the
country during the same month.

In 2013, Turkey exported textiles and raw materials worth
$8.39 billion registering a rise of 7 percent compared to
2012.

Dubai to stage its first
dedicated international
textile show

Dubai will stage its debut International Textile Fair (ITF)
which is expected to give further boost to the booming UAE
textile industry which was valued at 13.2 billion (AED 48.5
billion) in 2011, and is growing at 9.9 percent annually.

The ITF will the first dedicated international textile show
in the Gulf region bringing together textile manu-
facturers and designers from all over the world
under one platform.

The two-day fair will attract textile manu-
facturers and designers from China, In-
dia, Pakistan, Turkey, Indonesia, Italy
and other countries. The organisers are
targeting trade visitors from India, Pa-
kistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, UAE,
Oman, lIran, Iraq, Libya, Sudan, Saudi
Arabia, Qatar and other GCC countries
to visit the fair.

The United Arab Emirates is today a lead-
ing centre for textile industry automation with
the presence of about 150 apparel manufacturing
companies. Accounting for about 5.5 percent of the
world's annual textile and clothing sales, the UAE has today
become the world's fourth largest trading centre of fashion
and apparel.

The Gulf countries are gradually becoming the world's lead-
ing textile manufacturing and trading centres due to a sound
economic environment and fair trade practices, according
to a recent international report. By 2016, the UAE will be-
come the world's leading high-end textile and garment re-
export centre.

Dilip Nihalani, the man behind the show, and whose company
Nihalani Brothers is one of the oldest players in Dubai's textile
trade said that shows like these are held regularly in cities
like Paris, Milan and New York and it was high time Dubai
staged such an event. That is why they decided to organize
the International Textile Show at the Dubai International Exhi-
bition and Conference Centre. Dubai has emerged as a lead-
ing retail fashion hub and what was missing was a top-class
international fabric show. This fair will fill the gap.

The International Textile Fair is supported by the Textile Mer-
chants Group (TEXMAS) that represents 800 wholesale tex-
tile traders of Dubai. The show will be held twice a year at
Dubai International Exhibition and Conference Centre.

The ITF Show will be held from November 3 to 4, 2014, at
Dubai International Exhibition and Conference Centre,

Iran govt to fully support pet-
rochemical sector investment

The Government of Iran considers investment in the petro-
chemical sector a top priority and hence it would fully support
both local and foreign investment in the sector, Iran’s Vice
President Es'haq Jahangiri has said.

Addressing the 11th Iran Petrochemical Forum in Tehran,
Mr. Jahangiri said Iran has the world’s biggest petrochemical
feedstocks in terms of natural gas and liquid resources. Iran’s

ownership of the world’s 11 percent crude oil
and 17 percent natural gas deposits allows
it to support expansive petrochemical
plans with competitive prices and re-
liable supply, he added.

He said Iran was the very found-
er of the petrochemical indus-
try in the Persian Gulf region
when it opened its Marvdasht
plant in Shiraz, South Central
Iran, in 1964. He added that
Iran’s future partners are those

who are taking part in the coun-

try’s development today.

He informed that most of required
equipment for petrochemical sector
and oil and gas are now being manufac-
tured inside Iran, and added that Iran offers
unparalleled status for petrochemical expansion due to its
geographical location, access to Persian Gulf ports, abundant
natural gas resources, rising domestic demand and special
economic zones.

He noted that the National Petrochemical Company (NPC)
would formulate the needed policies for expanding the sector
and partnering with local and foreign investors, if necessary.

He said the Iranian Government would provide incentives like
land ownership/preparation, provision of facilities, tax exemp-



tions, customs, insurance assistance, etc., for petrochemical
firms investing in the country.

The Vice President termed Iran as one of the world’s safest
areas for petrochemical investment.

Speaking at the same forum, Iran’s Petroleum Minister Bijan
Namdar Zangeneh said Iran is committed to facilitate invest-
ment in the petrochemical sector.

Mr. Zangeneh said his ministry will facilitate investment in
various aspects based on current laws, and predicted that
new petrochemical products from Iran will enter the global
market in the next two years.

Iran needs around US$ 70 billion in investment in upstream
and downstream areas of the petrochemical sector, accord-
ing to the Minister.

He said abundant natural gas resources, ethane, other types
of feedstocks and growing local market allow Iran to have a
special status in attracting local and foreign private invest-
ment. He noted that the Iranian petrochemical sector needs
new technologies and financial resources to enter global mar-
kets and expand from upstream all the way to downstream.

Pakistan carpet export de-
clined sharply by over 60pc
during last six years

Pakistan witnessed a sharp decline of more than 60 percent
in carpet export during the last six years due to acute
shortage of electricity, bad law and order, infla-
tion, shortage of skilled labour force and high
mark-up rate. Hand-made carpet export has
dropped to $120 million from $300 mil-
lion, depriving almost 0.5 million people
of their employment. Pakistan Carpet
Manufacturers and Exporters Asso-
ciation (PCMEA) Major Akhtar Nazir
Khan Cooki (Retd) and Vice Chairman
(North Zone), Kamran Razi said.

The industry is in extreme need of the
government help, which can provide it
at some ad hoc relief to revive the carpet
ailing industry, besides helping 0.5 million
unemployed people to return to work.

The carpet sector will be unable to benefit from the
duty-free access to EU market under GSP Plus status
unless the government restores zero-rated facility. As a sig-
nificant ratio of working capital of carpet exporters is already
held up in refund regime at a time when the carpet export is
declining.

Due to global recession and declining exports, the industry
needs some concession from the government side in areas
of credit financing and bank loans. According to Kamran Razi
the decline was primarily caused by foreign travel advisory,
who were unable to convince the buyer to visit Pakistan, cou-

pled with disturbed supply line.

However, small-scale factories in rural areas can help a
lot to give a boost to the industry. There are some tradi-
tional workers of carpet manufacturing industry in Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, interior Sindh and Punjab, who need proper
training and financing to maintain proper supply chain of the
product.

Eastern Europe, China and South America are the potential
regions of carpet export. But, the Pakistan carpet business
will be very challenging in the future as they face a tough
competition from India in the global arena, as cost of pro-
duction in this business is constantly rising.

Initiative by AmCham Bahrain
to boost textile trade between
US and Bahrain via FTA

The American Chamber of Commerce Bahrain (AmCham
Bahrain), an independent, private, non-profit, non-political
business association has taken up the initiative to enhance
textile trade and business using the Free Trade Agree-
ment (FTA) between the United States and the Kingdom of
Bahrain. AmCham held a meeting with West Point Home
(WPH), a leading textile manufacturer in the US and an
active member of AmCham Bahrain. The meeting was at-

tended by Mr. Billy Harris, Vice President Inter-
national Manufacturing and Operations of
WPH and Mr. Qays Hatim Zu'bi, Presi-

dent of AmCham Bahrain.

The focus of discussions at the
meeting was business oppor-
tunities and job creation by
WPH in Bahrain and role of
AmCham to support WPH's ef-
forts to build their network and
further their business devel-
opment efforts throughout the
MENA region including the intro-
duction of their locally produced
products to hotels in the regional
markets. WPH’s Vice President, Mr.
Billy Harris, expressed their interest to
join hands with AmCham Bahrain to further
extend their business in the region.

He said that, in 2006, WPH had acquired Manama Textile
and turned WestPoint Bahrain into the largest home textile
manufacturer in the region. AmCham Bahrain has advocat-
ed on WPH's behalf for an extension to the FTA TPL, which
would enables them to ship up to 50 million yards annually
to the US. AmCham Bahrain would in turn support WPH and
other AmCham members to both develop their businesses
and to invest in the Kingdom.



Mr. Qays Hatim Zu'bi, President of AmCham Bahrain said
that they were very impressed with what is manufactured
here in Bahrain and how WestPoint Bahrain supports job
creation and growth both Bahrain and the US. They have
also recently hosted a visiting US Senate delegation to
highlight how companies have successfully used the FTA
to their benefit.

The American Chamber of Commerce in Bahrain (Am-
Cham Bahrain), was formed in 2006 to capitalize on the
newly implemented Free Trade Agreement between the
US and Bahrain with the purpose to help companies take
advantage of the new markets and benefits that came from
this significant agreement.

New propylene plant to come
on stream in Iran by 2017

A new petrochemical complex for production of propyl-
ene will come on stream by March 2017 in Iran’s
Mahshahr Petrochemical Special Economic
Zone, the National Petrochemical Company
(NPC) has announced, reports Tasnim
News Agency.

The construction for the Salman-e-
Farsi petrochemical complex in Iran’s
southwestern city of Mahshahr start-
ed in 2010, and it will have an annual
capacity to produce 450,000 tons of
propylene when the plant comes on
stream by March 2017, according to
the report.

Iran has capacity to produce about 60 mil-
lion tons of petrochemicals per year, but only

68 percent of this capacity has been tapped so

far, according Abbas Sheri-Mogaddam, Deputy Min-
ister for Petrochemical Affairs.

Iran has the world’s largest natural gas reserves and the
third-largest proven oil reserves. The country is now aim-
ing to become the biggest petrochemical producer in the
Middle East region, and it has significantly expanded the
range and volume of its petrochemical production over the
past few years.

Earlier this month, Vice President Es'haq Jahangiri said the

Government of Iran considers investment in the petrochemi-
cal sector a top priority and hence it would fully support both
local and foreign investment in the sector.

Terming Iran as one of the world’s safest areas for petro-
chemical investment, the Vice President said the Govern-
ment would provide incentives like land ownership/prepa-
ration, provision of facilities, tax exemptions, customs,
insurance assistance, etc., for petrochemical firms investing
in the country.

Iran plans 10mn tons metha-
nol capacity in five years

Iran is planning to have its methanol production capacity in-
crease to 10 million tons in five years, according to Moham-
mad Hassan Peyvandi, deputy head of the National Petro-
chemical Company (NPC).

Speaking on the sidelines of the 11th Iran Petrochemical Fo-
rum in Tehran, Mr. Peyvandi said Iran plans to speed up the
development of its petrochemical industry with a new ap-
proach, FARS news agency reported.

He informed that seven methanol projects are already un-

derway in South Pars region with Chinese finance. He es-

timated that a new project would start production every six

months and Iran’s annual methanol production

capacity would rise to 10 million tons in five
years.

Last year, Iran’s total petrochemi-
cal production capacity touched
60 million tons.

The two-day Iran Petrochemi-
-3 cal Forum saw participation
of 330 Iranian and 50 foreign
j companies.

At present, Iran’s petrochemi-
cal companies have annual ca-
pacity to produce 5 million tons
of methanol, around 90 percent of
which is exported to various coun-
tries, including China and India.

Meanwhile, DP Srivastava, Indian Ambassador to
Iran, who attended the Forum, said it was an excellent idea
to organize such a conference in Tehran attended by both
producers and consumers.

On the sidelines of the conference, he said India lacks feed-
stock and hence it would continue to import petrochemical
products from oil and gas rich countries like Iran.



China’s clothing retail market is set to soar
as the government acts to offset falling
export growth

he competitiveness of the Chi-
nese clothing industry is set to
weaken over the next few years

as costs rise. As a result, export growth
could falter.

Rising costs in China are already forc-
ing an increasing number of Western
apparel brands and retailers to cut back
on their sourcing from China and have
their apparel manufactured elsewhere.
In response, the Chinese government is
pursuing a policy of encouraging growth
in the domestic clothing market in order
to take up slack in its manufacturing
sector caused by this apparent loss in
competitiveness.

The rise in costs in China stems in part
from significant increases in fuel costs
and shipping costs. Also, wage rates
have risen to the point where they are
higher than in many other Asian coun-
tries.

Moreover, wage costs are set to in-
crease further, given the Chinese gov-
ernment’s commitment to raising mini-
mum wage rates by an average of 13%
per annum during 2011-15.

Early signs of a shift in apparel manu-
facture have been seen in EU and US
clothing import trends. In 2013 China’s
share of EU clothing imports from all
sources in value terms fell from 41.7%
to 40.1%, having fallen sharply in the
previous year. China’s share of US
clothing imports from all sources fell
from 37.8% to 37.3%.

| In fact, the
strongest growth
in the EU cloth-
ing import in 2013 was in imports from
Bangladesh, Cambodia and Pakistan,
while the strongest growth in the US
clothing import market was in imports
from Bangladesh, Sri Lanka and Viet-
nam.

The potential for growth in China’s do-
mestic market is huge. Consumer ex-
penditure per head on clothing in China
is extremely small despite significant
expansion in recent years. In 2012 it
was only US$290 in urban areas and
just US$63 in rural areas compared with
an average of around US$1,400 in Ger-
many, the UK and the USA.

If expenditure per head in China were
to climb to US$1,400, then domestic de-
mand for clothing would be US$1,560

bn per annum greater than it is at pre-
sent.

This additional demand would more
than compensate for any likely fall in
exports, given that it equates to about
nine times China’s clothing exports to
all destinations in 2013.

It is no surprise therefore, that a number
of Western apparel brands and retailers
are expanding their retail operations in
China in order to capitalise on an ex-
pected upsurge in domestic demand.

One of the biggest opportunities in Chi-
nese retailing, however, lies in e com-
merce. This is expanding rapidly in the
country in the same way that it is ex-
panding in Western markets and Japan.
Online stores have already been estab-
lished in China by Burberry, Cherokee,
Coach, Hugo Boss, Kering, Levi's, Nei-
man Marcus, Uniglo and Zara, to name
only a few.

In the
end the cost of machinery is a lesser
part of the overall cost of purchasing a
machine particularly when future costs
of power and fuel are likely to rise. In
addition, features such as the high loft-
ing action of Santashrink may also lead
to less softener being necessary to
achieve the required fabric feel.

With increased pricing pressure from
buyers, ever increasing utilities costs
and environmental constraints from
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santex group

governments or from retailers the more
efficient use of current equipment and
the adoption of new technologies will
enable textile manufacturers meet the
new challenges of the market.

A study conducted by The Cotton Tex-
tiles Export Promotion Council, (Tex-
procil) has revealed that India’s Cotton
Yarns exports are meeting their targets
barring the seasonal fluctuations gener-
ally witnessed every April and inspite
of high raw cotton prices. Statistics re-
vealed by TEXPROCIL show that India
exported 1,082 mn kgs of cotton yarn

valued at US$ 3.75 billion in the first 10
months (April — January) of fiscal year
2013-14. It is estimated that cotton yarn
export for the full fiscal year 2013-14
would be around 1,350 mn kgs valued
at US$ 4.70 billion. The high quality of
Indian yarn is ensuring firm orders for
Indian Mills from the international mar-
kets.

Exports of cotton yarn dropped during
last three years in the month of April and
it happened in 2014 too. One of the rea-
sons, in addition to the high year end
exports which cause a drop in April, is
the temporary high cotton prices dur-
ing this period. Last year as well as this
year during the month of March and
April Indian cotton prices have gone
above the international prices for cotton
upto 40s count. Current Indian prices
are higher than international prices and
good quantity imports of 1 1/8 inch cot-
ton are taking place.

There is an increasing anxiety in the
industry due to recent developments in
Chinese cotton policy since China is the
major importer of cotton and cotton yarn
from India. Presently, the price differ-
ence between Indian & Chinese Cotton
is quite high with the Indian yarn selling
at much lower rates. In fact, prices of In-
dian cotton yarns after payment of duty
and taxes in China are still very much
lower than the Chinese domestic yarn
prices.
