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® Behavior against fire

Flooring behavior against fire is one of the main crite-
ria for free trade (CE marking) in the European Union.
Nowadays, the Flooring Fire-taking classes, from class A
(Specifically for non-textile flooring) to class F, general-
ly has been replaced the former national categories in
union countries. Classes D, C, and B are divided into S1
and S2 subgroups, that the amount of smoke emitted
in S1 class is less than S2 class, and this means, better
relative performance flooring in the same fire class.
Select the correct fire class depends on the place of
consumption and the national regulations of the coun-
tries. Generally, the Efl class is sufficient for residential
applications and the Cfl and Bfl classes are usable in a
commercial and public place. If the manufacturer does
not have enough information about the product’s per-
formance against fire, then the product should be mar-
keted with the Ffl label.

Textile flooring Fire-taking classes

The purpose of the functional classification and the
creation of international standards for product perfor-
mance is to provide transparency conditions and to cre-
ate a quality distinction for manufacturers, as well as to
provide the basis for targeted consumer goods. Nowa-
days, this issue, has been raised as an international lan-
guage, the concepts of quality of products in the field of
production and trade of flooring are transmitted, And fa-
miliarity with it, is considered from the initial conditions
of attendance in international competitive markets.

This sign indicative having light stability feature that is
suitable for flooring (More than 5) according to the EN
ISO 105-B02 standard test method.

® Sound absorption

If, according to EN ISO 354 standard the sound absorp-
tion coefficient of the flooring is specified in the range,
the corresponding mark will be applicable.

® Dimensional stability

Flooring with low relative density must be stable enough
to shrink or expand the dimensions (EN 1407, EN 13497
and EN 15114 Standards). If there are enough conditions,
the corresponding symbol conveys the concept of dimen-
sional stability of the product.

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® Floor heating

In case of installation of flooring in places with a floor
heating system, the minimum thermal insulation charac-
teristics are desirable. The range of acceptable values of
thermal resistance is less than (m2K / W) 17/0 (EN 1307
and ISO 8302). Related sign indicates the ability to use
flooring in such applications.

® Crash or slip

According to the instructions EN 1404 standard, in pro-
duction of flooring

Consumer safety regulations must be considered. One of
these criteria is resistance to slipping. In the event that
the manufacturer claims that the product manufactured
in a dry and clean condition has a dynamic friction coeffi-
cient of less than 0.3, can be used the DS symbol, other-
wise, NPD symbols used in the product ID.

@ Antistatic feature

Based on the results that obtained from the I1SO 6356
standard test method, this sign indicates that the flooring
has an antistatic feature and the static electricity (body
voltage) is immediately discharged during movement.

® Electrical resistance feature

Mostly, in the workplace such as rooms with electronic
equipment safety requirements is needed. In these cases,
based on the results of the ISO 10965 standard test meth-
od, the corresponding mark indicates that the flooring is
loss of quiescent current or conductor of electrical current.

Also in each classes, flooring may be distinguished in
terms of the value of the luxury of the product that this
criterion can be provided with five different signs (LC1 to
LC5) that based on that the most luxurious flooring with
five signs get into class (LC5).

In addition to the basic standards of flooring classifica-
tion, there are also additional features which is used to
provide the quality and performance of the flooring as
well as to help the consumer (through symbols or picto-
grams) to select the correct goods in the final application.
In the following, the most important ones are mentioned.

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oday, textile flooring is used in many different appli-

cations from low-rise living rooms to the public and

industrial environments and open spaces. Naturally,
the expected qualitative features of these products vary
in different applications, and this issue is important for
manufacturers in terms of both qualitative requirements
and consumers in choosing the right product. According
to this, in the European Union single categorical pattern
(EN 1SO 10874) is used to evaluate the features and de-
termine the type of application of textile floorings, which
in addition to determining the essential quality features
in various applications, the test methods and required
standard terms along with distinctive signs and indicates
these categories (CEN / TS 15398) has been defined. This
international standard is based on practical experience,
quality requirements for flooring for use in different areas
and also the severity of product use in three general cate-
gories in each group, there are other subgroups based on
the intensity of consumption between different products
(Table 1). The test methods and criteria that used to carry
out these categories in related standards (EN 1307) are
defined and include the following:

1. The main criteria for flooring Categories: resis-
tance features against abrasion (Lisson Pedal
wheel test, EN 1963), appearance and surface
changes (ISO 10361- Drum test), etc.

2. The general criteria for flooring: features that
are independent of the categories of product
applications are evaluated such as dimensions
/ thickness / weight, color stability, dimensional
stability, etc.

3. Additional features: specifications of the prod-
uct that are measured by standard methods
(EN 1307) and show different aspects of floor-
ing performance such as wheelchair treatment,
suitable for use on stairs, heat transfer feature
(Floor Heating Transfer), antistatic features,
acoustic properties, thermal resistance and etc.

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value, UAE is in a higher place than Italy. During the 1st 8
months of the Iranian year 1385 (i.e. April to November
2006), this country’s share of Iranian carpet exportation
was %1.5 in terms of weight or %9.4 in terms of value.
This means that the carpet market of this country
demands mainly commercial carpets. In connection
with the ltalian market, we should take into account
that amongst European countries Italy has the most
appropriate diplomatic relationship with our country.
Therefore, such appropriate diplomatic relationships
should be used to expand exportation of carpets.

Carpets sent to the Italian market with sale purposes
should be of characteristics as follows:

A) Color: People living north of this country like mainly
dark colors, such as dark blue, crimson, camel ... On the
other hand, southern cities are fond of lively colors such
as creme, pink, golden, bright green ...

B) Pattern: Contrary to many countries, there are still many
supporters of crowded patterns in this country particularly
in northern regions. Not crowded patterns are more
supported in the southern regions. They are interested
in tribal carpets of all regions of Iran as well as traditional
patterns of Kashan, Naein, Esfahan and areas all of Iran.

C) Dimensions: This market is interested in small and
medium size carpets in particular those with curtain
dimensions and with an area of 6 m2.

D) Texture: Carpet buyers are divided into two classes
in this country. One class is that of special buyers who
are mainly interested in antique carpets. Such carpets
should be of good design and colors and have also
excellent raw material and special textures. A major
considerable part of Italian customers are also those
who take into account color layout of carpets and its
consistency with decoration and their appropriate prices.
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country were of the same weight as Japan, however
with a value one third of those exported to the latter.

Therefore, the beloved ones who produce carpets for the

A) Color: Similar to US market, they follow the date mode
in terms of color layouts and like the color of their carpet
to be matched with colors of furniture covers, curtains
and building. Special buyers who have a sound grasp of
carpets are interested in natural mild colors.

B) Pattern: They are interested in traditional patterns of
Ghashghaei and Kurdistan particularly Bijar, Golfarang,
Baluch, Esfahan, Ghom, Tabriz, Kashmar Zirkhaki,
Mashhad Afshan, Hamedan and specially not crowded
patterns of Shiraz.

C) Dimensions: Small and medium size carpets, curtain
carpets and side carpets are demanded with sizes of * 2
3m,2.5%2m,2.7*3.1m,inlow quantities4 *3m, * 3
3mand3.5*25m.

D) Raw material: To weave commercial carpets interested
in by this market it is adequate to use a combination
of various lIranian wools, so that the cost price is
reasonable and, however, they are of necessary qualities.
The producers are to focus mostly on color layouts.
Nonetheless, production and supply of low price and
cheap carpets by Iranian producers will damage fame of
the Iranian carpet, and will not provide for expectations of
Iranian weavers (regarding making an acceptable living).

E) Texture: In the British market carpet prices play
substantial roles. However, for certain consumers, high
counts of rows and shining are considered to be important
matters.Therearealsomanycustomersforantiquecarpets.

Italy

Italy has always been one of the three most important
importers of Iranian handmade carpets. This country
imported 737000 m2 hand made carpets with a value
of 58095 thousand dollars from different countries,
something in the order of %50 of which was imported
from Pakistan and Iran and the remainder from, in
descending order, India, Turkey, China and Afghanistan.
In 1999, something in the order of 2382607 m2 carpets
(equivalent to roughly %10 of the global market of carpets
or %14 of the European carpet market) were imported
to Italy, of which roughly 1462386 m2 were supplied by
Iran and the remainder from countries such as China,
Pakistan, India, Turkey ..., which countries were in lower
places. In 2005, this country this country was with %9.1
in terms of weight in the 3rd place amongst buyers of
Iranian carpets after Germany and USA and with %8.6 in
terms of value in the 4th place after Germany, USA and
UAE. In fact, the weight of carpets exported is around
4 times carpets exported to UAE. However, in terms of

particularly London played the same role that Germany

and Hamburg port plays in connection with handmade
carpets, and a collection of carpets of the World with
highest qualities were supplied in this market. Many
countries procuring nowadays carpets from Hamburg
went in the past to London and carpets were sent from
this city to European countries. Nonetheless, during
recent years because of the above and demographic
issues, the carpet market of England became dull. In
1999, six important carpet producing countries exported
1505911 m2 carpets to this country as follows: Iran:
281101 m2; India: 274276 m2; Nepal: 30096 m2:
Pakistan: 148455 m2; China: 275995 m2; Turkey: 282909
m2 and the remainder is related to other countries.
During 1960s to 1980s, %80 of carpets imported to this
country were re-exported. However, after 1980s, the
re-exportation of carpets was highly reduced. During
recent years good successes were enjoyed in the market
of this country by countries with low inflation rates
which managed to have, in one way or another, lower
cost prices. China, Pakistan and India are amongst such
countries. During the years 5-2004, the Great Britain
was the selling location of %4 of Turkish carpets, %2.5 of
Nepali carpets, %5 of Pakistani carpets and %7 of Chinese
carpets, which fact shows that the people of this country
care about prices. In 2005 and during the first 8 months
of current Iranian year (April to November) respectively
%2.4 and %3, in terms of weight, and %1.8 and %2.4, in
terms of value, of carpets of our country were exported
to this country. The proportions between weight and
value figures show that this country is more suitable for
commercial carpets with appropriate prices. In a simpler
comparison, during 2005, the carpets exported to this

signs from several centuries ago and
overlays them with modern motifs,
such as forms reminiscent of skulls.

Work on the col-
lection extend-
ed over several
years. Special
processes  such
as oxidation are
used to age the
surfaces artificial-
ly, without dimin-
ishing the inten-
sity of the colours
or the sharp defi-
nition of line.

The new Rug Star
Tuft  collection
from the Berlin
carpet label Rug

new level. The intricately hand-knot-
ted designs, inspired by ancient Per-
sian rugs, are reinterpreted as boldly
tufted landscapes.

The London label Ayka
Design, whose rugs, such
as Vase and Beauty, have
an unmistakably individ-
ual look, specializes in
designs with unique tex-
tural qualities. Owner and designer
Karen Michelle Evans has developed a
technique that enables her to achieve
greater pile heights, while still being
able to create a clearly identifiable
pattern or image. Even minor adjust-
ments to the surface texture can have
adramatic effect on the overall design.

The surface of a rug betrays its or-
igins and history to the trained ob-
server. These ten rugs not only em-
body the innovative processes that
brought them into being, but also il-
lustrate the astonishing richness and
diversity of the contemporary carpet
weaver’s art. Today’s designers not
only consider the artistic merits of
new materials and techniques; they
also take their environmental re-
sponsibilities seriously, and embrace
the possibilities of upcycling and
eco-friendly production methods.

Innovative woven
textiles for unique
carpet designs
DOMOTEX 2018

he art of weaving is one of the
Toldest known techniques for

producing textile products. Nev-
ertheless, contemporary designers
and carpet manufacturers are still
finding ways of creating genuinely
innovative textiles. The resulting car-
pets and rugs, and customized pro-
duction methods, provide an insight
into the keynote theme for DOMOTEX
2018 — UNIQUE YOUNIVERSE — and
inspiration for personalizing the de-
sign of our interiors.

Hannover. At this year’s DOMOTEX in
Hannover, Simone Post was a worthy
winner in the “Best Design in Studio
Artist Rugs” category of the Carpet
Design Awards (CDA) for her Vlisco
Rug. The rug is exceptionally original,
using recycled waste materials from

the Dutch brand Vlisco’s production
of batik fabrics, which are folded and
cut, using specially developed tech-
niques, to create a circular rug with a
contemporary look. With this project,
the young Dutch designer not only
highlights the many exciting possibil-
ities for upcycling scrap materials, but
also channels an entirely new aesthet-
ic for “floor tapestries”.

Innovative materials are the key to
the success of manufacturers such
as the Belgian brand Papilio. Papilio’s
rug Canvas, made from patches of
canvas cut from recycled army tents,
cross-stitched together with leather
thonging, was one of the finalists in
the “Best Innovation” category of the
Carpet Design Awards in 2016. One of
the hallmarks of Papilio’s collections is
the use of recycled materials, such as
bicycle inner tubes, car fan belts, card-
board, leather and blankets. Various
weaving techniques are employed to
create intriguing structures and tex-
tures with these materials. This year,
Papilio unveiled its on-trend Rope
Hope rug, which was designed by Sep
Verboom as part of the LIVABLE proj-

ect, and is made from recycled ropes
used by fishermen in the Philippines.

Every year in April, the well-known
Italian carpet manufacturer Nodus
presents a new, visually striking col-
lection of hand-woven and hand-tuft-
ed carpets at the Milan Design Week.
Estudio Campana’s highly original Cir-
cus rug for Nodus, made from hemp
and rag dolls, impressed the CDA ju-
rors at DOMOTEX back in 2011, when
the company was named the winner
in the category “Best Innova tion”.
This year’s Design Week showcased
the rugs Bala Perdida and Veneza
Carioca by David Elia, the former fea-
turing cartridges and bullet holes as
design elements, while the latter in-
corporates plastic flip-flops.

Meanwhile the British designer Faye
Toogood also presented her new
collection this year under the title
“Inventory”. Toogood designed this
collection for the Italian carpet manu-
facturer cc-tapis. For Toogood, it’s all
about materials, craft skills, and de-
light in experimentation. As a result,
she introduces entirely new design el-
ements into the surface texture of car-

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Egypt aims to
double its high
quality cotton
production

Agriculture Ministry of Egypt Hamed
Abdel-Dayem on Saturday said that
production of their silky soft cotton
once known as ‘white cotton” should
rise to 1.4 million gintar (160 kg) in the
18-2017 fiscal year that started in July
from 700,000 gintar a year earlier. The
government aims to increase the price
of the long staple cotton to more than
3000 Egyptian pounds (168.07S) per
gintar, which will all be exported.

Production of the cotton, used in luxury
bedding, has fallen sharply since 2011, a
year of political upheaval that coincided
with looser regulations that degraded
the quality of local cotton.

Egypt>s sunny skies and superior
seed help it grow a cotton known for
unusually long fibers that produce a
light durable fabric with an attractive
sheen and soft touch.

Long-staple sells at 155 US cents per Ib,

about twice the price of common short-
staple cotton.

Its return to world markets could provide
a lucrative export opportunity at a time
when Egypt has a huge trade deficit and is
seeking to relaunch its stagnant economy.

In 2016 Egypt banned all but the highest
quality cotton seed, dramatically shrinking
the area under cultivation but restoring
quality, in a bid to save its historic crop.

This year Egypt grew about 220,000 acres
(89,000 hectares) of long-staple cotton
compared with 130,000 acres (52,600
hectares) in 2107-2016, Abdel-Dayem
said.

Cairo forecasts MY17/2016 cotton area
harvested to increase by 20 percent or
20,000 ha to 120,000 ha. Post attributes
theincrease in area to farmers’ willingness
to grow more cotton with expectations
that the government’s cash subsidies
will continue for the MY17/2016 crop. In
addition, the government’s takeover of
the distribution of cotton seeds addresses
farmers’ concerns on seed quality, which
was deteriorating under private operators.
